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El Moviment Associatiu Juvenil dona suport a la causa

palestina

El 15 de maig, fara 68 anys que va tenir lloc la Nakba, “el gran desastre”, que va suposar I'expulsié
i despossessié de centenars de milers de palestins i palestines de les seves terres com a
conseqiencia del Pla de Particié de les Nacional Unides, que va donar lloc a la creacié de I'Estat
d’Israel. Des de llavors, el poble palesti viu una vulneracié dels Drets Humans sistematica i
és victima de les politiques d’apartheid del govern d’Israel, de la violéncia i repressié
constant, tant als territoris ocupats de Cisjordania com a dins del mateix estat d'Israel, i del

bloqueig inhuma i il-legal a Gaza.

Des del Consell de la Joventut de Barcelona (CJB) i Consell Nacional de Joventut de
Catalunya (CNJC) volem aprofitar la commemoracié de la Nakba per tornar a denunciar la
impunitat amb la que es succeeixen, dia a dia, aquestes violacions constants de drets i
per reivindicar P’is d’estratégies de lluita No-Violenta, com la campanya de Boicot,
Desinversions i Sancions (BDS), per fer-hi front. Per aquest motiu, el CNJC déna suport i el CJB
s’adhereix a la Coalici6 Prou Complicitat amb Israel arrel de I'aprovacié, la passada

Assemblea General Ordinaria, de la resolucié en favor dels Drets Humans a Palestina i en

base a la resolucié del CNJC en suport a_Palestina, Kurdistan i el Sahara Occidental. La Coalicié

Prou Complicitat amb Israel engloba a diferents moviments socials, col-lectius, entitats i persones
que lluiten per trencar la complicitat de les institucions i empreses catalanes amb la
violacié dels drets del poble palesti, per conscienciar a la ciutadania, de manera que es
solidaritzi i actui en conseqliéncia, i per reivindicar el compliment dels acords internacionals

corresponents.

L’associacionisme de Catalunya volem seguir treballant en coordinacié amb altres entitats i
moviments que lluiten per denunciar que l'estat d’lsrael segueixi colonitzant i construint
assentaments il‘legals de colons israelians a tota la part de Cisjordania, violant el Dret
Internacional amb total impunitat, negui el dret de retorn a més de 5 milions de persones
refugiades, sigui un dels principals exportadors d’armes -provades préviament sobre la
ciutadania palestina-, discrimini a la poblacié palestina que viu a Israel com a ciutadans i
ciutadanes de segona i bombardegi sense motiu i de manera ciclica la Franja de Gaza,
bloquejada il-legalment.
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Es per aquest motiu, que des del CNJC i CJB commemorem el dia de la Nakba i ens
comprometem a participar i recolzar totes aquelles accions que segueixin la linia de la
lluita no violenta per demanar la fi de la violacié dels Drets Humans a Palestina i reclamar que
Israel compleixi el Dret Internacional. També ens sumem a la demanda de la Coalicié per a
que ’Ajuntament de Barcelona trenqui el seu agermanament amb I’Ajuntament de Tel
Aviv, que es manté des del 1998. Aquest agermanament normalitza I’ocupacio de les terres
palestines per part de |'estat d’Israel, tapant sota la cortina de les relacions diplomatiques una

campanya sistematica de violacions de drets.

Els i les joves del pais volem ser part activa de la lluita contra la injusticia que es viu a Palestina i a
tots els pobles i territoris oprimits promovent la cultura de pau, tant a nivell local com
internacional, i fomentant la participacio i la conscienciacié com a eina imprescindible per a
la transformacié social. Com a joves tenim el deure d’aixecar la veu per reclamar que es respectin
els Drets Humans i exigim no ser particeps, directa o indirectament, de la normalitzacié de la
situacié d’aparheid que es viu als territoris ocupats per Israel. En definitiva, els i les joves de
Catalunya ens posicionem a favor del dret a Pautodeterminacié de Palestina i apostem

clarament per P'estratégia No-Violenta per acabar amb I'ocupacié del territori palesti.

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The associative youth movement supports the Palestinian
cause

68 years ago today, on |5 May, the Nakba, “the great disaster”, took place, involving the expulsion
and dispossession of hundreds of thousands of Palestinians from their lands as a result of the
United Nations partition plan, which led to the creation of the State of Israel. Since then, the
Palestinian people have experienced a systematic violation of their human rights and have
been victims of the Israeli government’s policy of apartheid, constant violence and
repression, both in the occupied territories of the West Bank, in the State of Israel itself and with

the inhuman and illegal blockade of Gaza.

At the Barcelona Youth Council (C)B) and the National Youth Council of Catalonia, we
want to take the opportunity provided by the commemoration of the Nakba to once again
denounce the impunity with which these constant violations of human rights are
happening every day and to call for the use of the tactics of non-violent struggle, such as
the Boycott, Disinvestment and Sanctions (BDS) campaign, to challenge it. For this reason, the
CJB and the CNJC are joining the Enough Support for Israel Coalition based on the

approval at the last Ordinary General Meeting of a resolution in favour of human rights in

Palestine and on CNJC's resolution in support of Palestine, Kurdistan and the Western

Sahara. The Enough Support for Israel Coalition covers different social movements, groups,
organisations and people fighting to break the involvement of Catalan institutions and
businesses in the violation of the Palestinian people’s rights. The aim is to raise public
awareness of this conflict and encourage them to act with solidarity as a result, demanding

compliance with the corresponding international agreements.

The Catalan associative youth movement wants to carry on working in coordination with other
bodies and movements fighting to denounce the fact that the State of Israel continues to colonise
and build illegal settlements of Israeli colonists all over the West Bank, violating International
Law with total impunity; refuses the right of more than 5 million refugee people to return;
is one of the largest arms exporters, after having tried them out on the Palestinian people;
discriminates against the Palestinian people living in Israel as second-class citizens, and,

for no reason, cyclically bombards the Gaza Strip, which is illegally blockaded.
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That is why the CJB and the CNJC are commemorating Nagba Day and we pledge to participate
in and support all actions in line with the non-violent struggle to demand an end to the
violation of human rights in Palestine and call for Israel to comply with international law. We also
join the Coalition’s demand for Barcelona City Council to break its twinning agreement
with Tel Aviv City Council, which it has maintained since 1998. This twinning normalises the
occupation of the Palestinian lands by the State of Israel, concealing a systematic campaign to

violate rights under the curtain of diplomatic relations.

The young people from Catalonia want to be an active part of the struggle against injustice
experienced in Palestine and all oppressed peoples and territories, promoting peace culture
both at local and international level and fostering participation and awareness-raising as an
essential tool for social transformation. As young people, we have the duty to raise our voices to
call for human rights to be respected and we demand that we should not be made direct or
indirect participants in the normalisation of the apartheid situation experienced in the territories
occupied by Israel. Ultimately, we, the young people from Catalonia, are positioning ourselves
in favour of the self-determination of Palestine and are clearly committed to non-violent

tactics to end the occupation of Palestinian territory.
